Such an approach has the advantage that it may help the foreign students to form standards of
judgment consistent with the demands made upon him by the educational system of which he has
become a part. At the same time, by accounting for the cultural aspects of logic which underlie
the rhetorical structure, this approach may bring the student not only to an understanding of
contrastive grammar and a new vocabulary, which are parts of any reading task, but also to a

grasp of idea and structure in units larger than the sentence. (ibid, p.15)
